SAIGON (AP} — While North
Vietnam claitns al the Paris
talks that it has oo troops in
South Vietnam, U.S. intelligence
sources say it has practically
stripped its own territory of sol-
diers and now has the equiva-
lent of at least 12 infantry divi-
sions in South Vietnam.

U.S. Bombers in Massive
Raids Against Viet Reds

SAIGON (AP) — Waves of
American bombers made mas-
sive sirikes Tuesday and Wed-
nesday against enemy positions
threalening Saigon, the central
highlands and allied bases be-

dow the eastern end of the De-

militarized Zone.
U.S.  fighter-bombers  also

roared off carriers in the Tonkin
Gulf to smash at a sprawling
early warning radar complex
near the North Vietnamese city
of Vinh amid reports that Hanoi
was hurriedly beefing up ifs air
defenses in the scuthern pan-
handle.

Two Planes Lost

The air war against North
Victnam cost the United States
two more planes and two more

" fliers Tuesday. A Marine A6 In-

lruder was shot down near Daong
Hoi, 45 miles above the DMZ,
and both crewmen are missing.
A Navy A4 Skvhawk was
downed north of Vinh, but ihe
pilot was rescued by helicopter.
This increased the total number
of U.S. warplanes reported lost
over North Vietnam to 840.

America’s biggest bomhers,
the Air Force Strategic Com-
mand’s B52Zs. mounted eight
raids. fonr of them in the Cen-
iral Highlands west of Dak To
and Kontum. 3even North Viet-
namese regiments, some of
them repartedly eguipped with
tanks, were said fo be poised
there, possibly ta attack U.S.
bases in the highlands. -

The aim of such an attack
might be to seize control of a
large arca and use this as a bar-

gaining point in the Paris talks
hetweén the United States and
North Vietnam.

The attack “could come now,
il they will prohably wait for
the rains to begin, anolher week
or 50.” one officer said.

(ther B52s pounded enemy in-
filtration routes, bunkers and
supply areas 21 and 34 miles
northwest of Saigon.

A third wave of the B52s
struck twice inside the Demili-
tarized Zone, hifting at North
Vietnamese artillery positions,
troop  concentrations, truck
parks and supply areas.

Threat to Allies

PARIS (AP) — In a sharp ex-
change of arguments, North

Harriman, in talking with re-
porters after the formal meet-
ing, accused North Vietnam of
using the falks to ““‘make a prop-
aganda impression on the
world.”
