Manches-
t Is one of 50 cities in the
nation with more than '50
years of continuous c i t y
manager government.

Since 1915, there have been
10 city managers here. City
officials praise the system as
being functional and efficient.

"It's been doing real well,"
comments Norm N a g e I ,
Manchester Fire Chief. "Our
department operates through
a committee of councilmen."
