August 2012 Rainfall... 
 

Rainfall in August 2012 was less than what came in July, yet more rain than the unusually dry June 

that South Central Texas had this year. The map below shows rainfall across South Central Texas 

in August 2012, showing some of the locally heavy rain events in the month. The same type of 

pattern was noted from May 6th to 15th this year.  From May 16th to the end of June rainfall was 

much less than normal.
