SUMMARY OF HOT DAYS FROM JUNE 25 TO JUNE 27, 2012

THE HOTTEST DAY OF THE MONTH WAS TUESDAY JUNE 26TH. THE HOT DAYS IN
JUNE 2012 FOLLOWED A TREND THAT BEGAN IN LATE APRIL TO EARLY MAY, WHEN
UNSEASONABLY WARM DAYS CAME. THE HIGH OF 100 AT DEL RIO ON APRIL 26
WAS THE FIRST 100 DEGREE DAY AT DEL RIO IN 2012. AFTER A PERIOD OF
MORE RAIN FROM MAY 6TH TO 15TH, A WARMING TREND BEGAN AGAIN ON MAY
16TH. CONDITIONS MODERATED AT THE BEGINNING OF JUNE, FOLLOWED BY A
WARMING TREND FROM THE WEEKEND OF JUNE 9 AND JUNE 10 THROUGH TUESDAY
JUNE 12. DEL RIO REACHED A RECORD DAILY HIGH OF 107 ON JUNE 10.

THE HIGH WAS 100. AUSTIN MABRY HAD THE FIRST 100 DEGREE DAY OF 2012
