...NEW PROBABILISTIC RIVER FORECASTS AVAILABLE...

BEGINNING 21 OCTOBER 2014...THE NATIONAL WEATHER SERVICE IN HASTINGS WILL IMPLEMENT THE ISSUANCE OF NON-EXCEEDANCE PROBABILITIES AS PART OF THE CURRENT SUITE OF AHPS PROBABILISTIC FORECASTS FOR ALL CURRENTLY ESTABLISHED PROBABILISTIC FORECAST POINTS. THE NON-EXCEEDANCE PROBABILITES WILL INDICATE THE PROBABILITY OF FALLING BELOW LISTED STAGE LEVELS DURING THE THREE MONTH LONG VALID TIME PERIOD. THIS PRODUCT IS AIMED AT HELPING DECISION MAKERS DETERMINE THE LONG RANG POSSIBILITY OF LOW WATER.
