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Storms from Tuesday night May 20-21, 2014 

An area of low pressure over the Midwest pushed a warm frontal boundary through Lower 
Michigan during the day Tuesday. Temperatures made it well into the 70s to near 80 degrees 
south of the front, while staying in the 50s and 60s north of the front. Showers and 
thunderstorms began to develop late in the evening in the warm air mass over portions of 
Iowa and Illinois. Storms then moved eastward over Lake Michigan and into Southern Lower 
Michigan after nightfall. There were several reports of hail up to 1.00” in diameter. Storms 
continued to travel over similar locations, dumping 1-2 inches of rain with localized higher 
amounts. This later led to some minor flooding of local streets, most notably in Cheshire and 
Lee Township in Allegan County.
