Timing Concerns For Snowfall
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Today through Wednesday morning
What * Periods of moderate to heavy wet snow (first of season)
* Slushy/greasy snow developing on roads this evening thru Wed AM
* Leftover standing water from today will freeze up tonight
* Reduced visibilities during Tue PM commute possible; more hazardous
Wed AM commute after more snow has accumulated
When * Rain or a rain/snow/sleet mix through mid-late afternoon
* Precipitation turns to all snow by approximately 4pm-5pm (all areas)
Where * Highest impact will be along and east of a line from Kalamazoo to Mt.
Pleasant (several inches of wet snow expected)
* Lower impact west of this line, but light snow may cause slick roads
Forecast * Moderate on occurrence (uncertainty: will snow overcome warm surface?)
Confidence |+ Moderate on timing (storm may exit sooner than forecast)
* High on location
