As a strong low pressure system across the upper Midwest exited the area, a strong ridge of high pressure moved into Illinois,
causing the gradient winds to increase.  High winds mainly affected counties north of a Galesburg to Bloomington to Champaign
line during the afternoon and early evening hours on the 12th.  Widespread damage was reported with numerous power lines and
power poles blown down, as well as trees and tree limbs.  A semi was blown over on I-39 north of Minonk in Marshall County.  No
injuries were reported.  The roof of a storage building in Bloomington was blown off and into some power lines.  A gust to 48 mph
was reported in Bloomington.
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
