Kids Weather Drawing Contest

1) The contest will be for children in kindergarten through the fifth grade. Each child that participates will submit a weather picture of his/her own design/imagination. Picture can be drawn in colored pencil, magic markers, crayons, water colors, or any combination of all the above. Pictures can be drawn on 8”x 11” or 11” x 17” copier or printer paper or on lighter colored construction paper (no blacks, dark blues, dark grays, or purples).
2) The following information will need to be provided for each child and written on the back of the drawing: A title for the picture, the child’s name, age, and grade, and the name of the child’s home room teacher. A designated person from each school can gather up all of the drawings and mail them to the Jackson weather office.
3) Every photo submitted will be scanned and saved on a weather service computer. Members of the staff at the Jackson Weather office will look over each drawing and vote on a winning drawing from each grade. The student whose picture is chosen will be awarded an age appropriate prize package and a certificate of participation. 

4) With the permission of the winning child’s parents and the approval of the school, I would also like to post a photograph of each winner on the Jackson weather office website along with the child’s winning weather picture and the child’s personal information. This of course will hinge on the approval of the child’s parents and/or the school. 
5) Each week a random group of non-winning weather drawings will be posted on the Jackson National Weather Service website, with the name, age, and grade of the child who submitted the picture. The drawings will be available on our website for viewing by the children, their teachers, parents, or anyone else who is interested in looking at them.

6) A link on the Jackson weather office website entitled “The Refrigerator Door” will be created and will be the main link to all of the kid’s weather pictures.
