1.      Hwy. 329 in the area of Old Zaring Rd.: building that used to be “The Brownsboro Eatery” suffered structural damage due the loss of its roof during the storm.  Building is unoccupied.
 
2.      1467 Dawkins Rd: Single family dwelling suffered structural damage due to the loss of its front porch during the storm.  The home was occupied during the storm, but there were no injuries.
 
3.      1515 Dawkins Rd: at least 4 utility poles were damaged.
 
4.      N Hwy. 1694 (Gum Street), between Hwy. 329 and US 42: numerous trees down; partially blocking several areas of Hwy 1694.
 
5.      City of LaGrange:  N Walnut St. between Jefferson and Madison, also Madison between 4th and 5th: Several trees down on wires in the area.  Madison between 4th and 5th to remain closed until daylight hours.
 
 
As of 0407 hrs., there were no reported injuries from the storm from the public or 1st Responders.
