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DRY CONDITIONS CONTINUE IN NOVEMBER
December 01, 2010: November 2010 continued the streak of drier than normal rainfall with near to slightly above normal temperatures.  Two of the four main regional climate sites were in the top 10 warmest November periods on record, as well as the 4th driest November periods on record.

Rainfall/Severe/Tropical Weather
Most of south Florida received below normal rainfall in November, as the dominant high pressure pattern across the eastern United States limited the overall coverage and duration of showers.  A couple of weak cold fronts came through the area in November and stalled over the southern portion of South Florida, which lead to much drier conditions over the northern portions compare to the southern portions. The continuation of below normal rainfall during November has lead to a moderate to severe drought status (D2) around the Lake Okeechobee region.  An abnormally dry status (D0) has developed over metro Palm Beach County, as well as the interior portions of South Florida and the metro areas of Collier County.
