Weather Hazards:  Record Setting Heat and Ongoing Worsening Drought and Wildfire Concerns	

Current Watches/Advisories/Warnings: Heat Advisory For the Entire Area. Elevated Fire Danger Statements. 
Risk: A prolonged period of dry and record setting hot weather will continue into this weekend.

Overview:  Persistent high pressure aloft will keep the main storm track and rain chances north of the region. Well above normal high temperatures are expected to continue with high temperatures near 100 each day. The dry ground and vegetation is contributing to the already dry air mass producing extraordinarily low afternoon humidity.   

Timing:  Adverse heat related and fire weather impacts through at least Sunday, July 8th. Some limited relief with isolated thunderstorms may occur in some areas. 

Impact:  Fire: Drought conditions, record heat, unusually low humidity, and dry vegetation across the region. Sparks from fireworks, equipment, cigarettes, and outdoor cooking and camping fires can very easily ignite the surrounding vegetation. The resulting wildfires can spread quickly in the dry conditions., easily escaping control and making containment more difficult than usual.
Numerous wildfires have occurred over the past week.

Heat: Heat related illnesses will be possible with afternoon high temperatures near 100 each day over the next several days. 

Prepare Now:  Burn bans are in effect for many areas including State Parks, State Conservation Areas, and the Mark Twain National Forest.  Check with local officials in your area about burning restrictions in your area. 

Check on persons  susceptible to heat illness including those working outside, the elderly and small children.
