Weather Hazards:  Severe Thunderstorms: Large Hail and Damaging Winds Possible 	

Current Watches/Advisories/Warnings: None at this time. 
[image: C:\Users\DREW~1.ALB\AppData\Local\Temp\2\SNAGHTML2a4b0f4.PNG]Risk: The Storm Prediction Center has issued a slight risk for severe storms.  Damaging winds and large hail are the main storm risks. 	

Overview:  Thunderstorms are expected to develop along a cold front over the Plains. Indications are that these storms will build southeast toward southeast Kansas and the Missouri Ozarks late in the day and early tonight. Storms are expected to gradually develop into a line with damaging winds and hail along the leading edge of the storms. The tornado risk is very low, but a short lived hard to detect spin up is possible, but it should be emphasized that this is not the overall main storm hazard.  

Timing:  Active weather is expected from 3 pm until midnight. Precise timing is difficult given uncertainties in small scale evolution and timing of storm development. The best chances for severe weather will be north of I-44. 

Impact:    Any activities susceptible to strong to severe thunderstorms will be affected.

Prepare Now:  If planning outdoor activities watch radar trends. Spotter activation may be needed as soon as 6 pm.  Watch for updated outlooks from NWS Springfield. 
Monitor the Storm Prediction Center (www.spc.noaa.gov) for the latest thunderstorms outlooks and watches. HAM Radio: HAM Net Activation expected.
