· The initial precipitation will fall as snow/sleet as it spread from SW to NE

· The precip should remain SN PL through early Thurs Morning. 

· Models continue to bring a warm air aloft (4-8 kft) into southern MO from 6am to Noon Thurs.

· There remains some model differences as to the strength of this warm air. 

· Another concern is the near surface cold air which is generally not handled well be large scale models 

· The strength of this warm air moving into the region will have significant impacts of the type of precip the region sees. 

· Current thoughts on amounts as of 530 PM 2/20 (see image next page)
· Precipitation to remain primarily SNPL for areas from Girard, KS to Stockton to Vienna and north. 

· 2-4” with locally higher amounts in Central MO
· Locations along the I-44 Corridor should see primarily SNPL, however accumulating FZRA is possible depending on the warm nose. 

· 1-2” of SNPL and .1” to 0.4” FZRA  locally higher amounts

· For locations from Columbus, KS to Nixa to Eminence. Models bring the best potential for the warm nose to allow for FZRA during Thurs. SNPL would fall through ~6am with a transition to FZRA and likely remain FZRA occasionally mixed with PL through the remainder of the event. 

· T-2” of SNPL and .20-.60” FZRA  locally higher amounts

· Additional concerns...

· There will be ample lift and instability available with this system. Thunderstorms are expected to be embedded in the precipitation overnight and through Thursday.

· Convection would enhance the precipitation rates locally.  

· Winds will be sustained between 20-30mph with gusts to 35mph. 

· This may lead to localized power problems as related to Ice/Snow Accumulations. 

· A Dry slot will push into the region Thursday evening with precip ending from SW to NE

· Light FZDZ may last through much of Thursday evening. 

· Temperatures behind the system will in the middle 20s thurs. morning and again Friday am. High will warm little each day into the lower to middle 30s. 
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
