More Snow Today
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More snow accumulations expected today across the Ozarks.



THURSDAY’S SNOW/SLEET ACCUMULATION

Good morning everyone, I'm Doug Cramer with the National Weather Service in
Springfield Missouri.

Round 1 of this winter weather brought an axis of 4 — 6 inches of snow and sleet to
areas of southern Missouri. Particularly locations along an axis from Pineville, to
Table Rock Lake, and up toward Hartville and Houston, Missouri.

In Springfield we officially measured 4 inches through midnight, and then over toward
Joplin, those folks only received about an inch.



ADDITIONAL SNOW FORECAST FOR TODAY

For today, Additional snowfall is expected, with the heaviest amounts still to come
over far south central Missouri. We could see an additional 5 to 6 inches near West
Plains, Eminence, and Alton.

Lesser amounts are expected further west. A drier airmass advecting into the
western Ozarks will cut down on amounts through the rest of today...so only light
snow for most areas today.



STORM TOTAL SNOW ACCUMULATION FORECAST

Here is a predicted storm total snow depth by the time this winter weather ends.
Locations in Texas, Howell, Wright, Douglas, and Shannon counties will likely end up
with the greatest snow depth by the time the snow exits to the east this afternoon. 7
to 8 inches can not be ruled out, with an isolated 9 inch amount not out of the
question. Here in Springfield | think we’ll end up with around 5 to 6 inches when it’s
all said and done with.
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So for the rest of today...this light snow will be somewhat widespread in nature
through 9 am...creating some tricky driving conditions during the morning commute
to work or school.
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This light snow will persist through noon...again with heavier snow occuring over far
south central Missouril.
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Snow will taper off from west to east early this afternoon....

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And completely exit the Ozarks by this evening.




STORM TOTAL SNOW ACCUMULATION FORECAST

Again, storm total accumulations will look something like this at the conclusion of this
winter storm.



Winter Storm Warning / Winter Weather Advisory
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A winter storm warning still remains in effect for the counties south of Interstate 44.

A winter weather advisory continues north of Interstate 44.
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LOW TEMPERATURES SATURDAY MORNING
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And finally, lets not forget about the bitterly cold temperatures expected Saturday
morning. With a decent snow pack in some places, we could easily observe readings

below zero.
