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When no flooding occurs, include miscellaneous river conditions, such as significant rises, record low stages, ice  conditions, snow 
cover, droughts, and hydrologic products issued (WSOM E-41). 
 

 

[ X ] No flood stages were reached in this HSA for the month above. 
 

Rainfall for the month of December was near to above normal for much of the HSA.  On the 2nd and 3rd of the 
month, an upper level low pressure system brought light to moderate rain to West Central Texas.  Rainfall 
amounts ranged from 0.30 of an inch over the Northwest Hill Country to 1.20 inches over northern portions of 
the Big Country.  Another upper level low pressure system brought light to moderate showers over the HSA 
around the 8th and 9th of the month.  Areas in the Big Country and Heartland received over an inch of rain from 
this event, while lesser amounts were reported across the Concho Valley, Northern Edwards Plateau and 
Northwest Hill Country.  After a generally dry weather pattern during the middle of the month, a couple of upper 
level storm systems moved into the region that brought more rainfall to the HSA around the 23rd and 30th of the 
month. 
 
For the month of December, San Angelo received 1.37 inches of rain.  This is 0.43 of an inch above the monthly 
normal of 0.94 of an inch.  Abilene received 1.33 inches of rain, which is 0.06 of an inch above the monthly 
normal of 1.27 inches. 
 
For Year 2002, San Angelo received 14.41 inches of rainfall.  This total is 6.49 inches below the annual normal 
rainfall of 20.90 inches.  Most of the Concho Valley, Northern Edwards Plateau and Northwest Hill Country have 
received below normal annual rainfall for the year.  Furthermore, the lakes in these areas have received 
minimal, if any runoff from the rains.  Oak Creek, O.C. Fisher, Twin Buttes, Spence and O.H. Ivie Reservoirs 
continue to dry out. 
 
Abilene received 27.94 inches of rain for Year 2002, which is 4.17 inches above the annual normal rainfall of 
23.77 inches.  The Big Country and northern portions of the Heartland have seen above normal annual rainfall 
for the year.  Many of the area lakes captured much needed runoff to help supply water to the surrounding 
communities.
