[] No flood stages were reached in the HSA this month.

Most of West Central Texas received above normal precipitation during the month of August. The average
monthly rainfall reported from COOP observers was 6.54 inches. While most of the rain was beneficial and
provided relief from the hot and dry summer season, portions of West Central Texas experienced significant
flooding.

Starting around the 8" and continuing through the 10", parts of the Big Country and Heartland received
thunderstorms and heavy rain from a shortwave that moved slowly across the area. Thunderstorms
continued over Southeast Callahan and Northwest Brown County producing over 12 inches of rain in the
Pecan Bayou watershed near Cross Plains. Runoff produced flooding and damage of numerous roads
across the counties and a sharp rise in Lake Brownwood. The Lake Brownwood pool increased to just over
1427 ft-msl which was almost 3 feet over the emergency spillway.

From August 14 through 16, the North Concho River watershed received heavy rain from north and west of
Sterling City down to O.C. Fisher Reservoir. The river flowed out of its banks from Sterling City through
Carlsbad, causing O.C. Fisher Reservoir to rise over 12 feet. Over 11,000 acre-feet of water was put into
the reservoir. Further north, heavy rainfall over the watershed to E.V. Spence Reservoir produced a seven-
foot rise that increased the volume of the reservoir by 36,000 acre-feet.

From August 13 through August 17, areas across the Big Country received over ten inches of rain. Portions
of Jones, Fisher, Haskell, Throckmorton and Shackelford Counties experienced high water levels in creeks
and rivers and numerous flooded roads. Water levels rose considerably around Lake Stamford and county
officials initiated evacuations around the lake area. Lake Stamford climbed over 14 feet during the heavy
rain event flooding humerous homes and property. The lake level crested about one foot above the
emergency spillway. Downstream, the Clear Fork of the Brazos River flowed out of its banks causing
flooding in Throckmorton and Shackelford Counties. The river crested above major flood stage at the Fort
Griffin State Park, flooding campsites and roads in the area. Fortunately, the State Park was evacuated
before the river crested.

The San Angelo Regional Airport received 4.66 inches of rain in August, which was 2.61 inches above the
monthly normal rainfall of 2.05 inches.

The Abilene Regional Airport received 4.43 inches of rain in August, which was 1.80 inches above the
monthly normal rainfall of 2.63 inches.
