
          Details of the Parkersburg Storm Damage Survey                   

 

Below is a map of the worst damage in Parkersburg from the May 25, 2008 Parkersburg, Iowa 

tornado which continued for 43 miles to near New Hartford and points east.  This is a detailed 

summary of the main core of EF4 and EF5 damage as surveyed by two storm survey teams on 

Monday May 26 and Tuesday May 27.  The yellow path on the graphic represents the EF4 

damage path with the darker path representing the areas of EF5 damage.  On the graphic 

below the north and south extent of the damage was located with global positioning satellites.   
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
