Informix Backup on AX

To perform a tape backup for Informix on AX do the following:

1. From any workstation cd /home/public/bin. Type rebootax.  The AX should now reboot and will take about 5 minutes to completely reboot. After 5 minutes move to step 2.
2. Go to the black steel grated door cabinet with a logo of AHPS on it and open the door. In the cabinet there should be two tapes marked either Week 1 or Week 2 AX Informix.  Take the tape on the top.

3. Go to the rack labeled RAX-ORN. It will be across from the AHPS cabinet. It is an IBM machine. Look for the backup tape drive and hit the blue button. The tape should eject with a minute or two. Set this tape aside. Insert the AX Informix tape. Wait until the green ready light stops blinking (could take a minute or two).

4. Go to an AWIPS workstation and type ssh –l informix ax.  Use the standard oper password. Type /rfc_arc/scripts/backup_informix . It should ask you to insert a tape. This tape was already inserted during step 2. Just hit return.  After a few minutes you should see progress in 10 percent increments. After completion it should say 100 percent done and return to a command prompt. The backup process should take between 15 and 45 minutes. After completion type exit. The AX BACK icon on the AWIPS front panel monitor should turn green.
5. Go back to the RAX-ORN box and hit the again blue eject button. Put this tape on the bottom of the AX Informix tapes stack in the AHPS cabinet. Reinsert the AX flatfile backup tape that was set aside in step 2.
