THE EARLIEST ENDING OF MEASURABLE SNOWFALL (> 0.1 INCH) DURING A WINTER SEASON OCCURRED JANUARY 13 1921

NOTE: NO SNOWFALL > 1.0 OCCURRED AT ALL DURING THE 1931-1932 WINTER SEASON MAKING IT OUR LEAST SNOWIEST WINTER (.7 INCHES).

LONGEST SNOW COVER PERIODS
THE LONGEST PERIOD OF SNOW COVER ON THE GROUND OCCURED FROM JANUARY 9, 1978 TO

MARCH 20, 1978...A TOTAL OF 71 STRAIGHT DAYS.  THIS INCLUDED DAYS THAT HAD A TRACE 

OF SNOW ALSO ON THE GROUND AT 12Z.  DURING THIS RECORD...JANUARY 12TH THROUGH 

MARCH 18TH...1978 HAD 66 DAYS WHERE THERE WAS ONE INCH OF SNOW REPORTED AT 12Z.

THE SECOND LONGEST PERIOD OF SNOW COVER ON THE GROUND OCCURED FROM DECEMBER 23, 

1939 TO FEBRUARY 10, 1940...A TOTAL OF 50 STRAIGHT DAYS.  THIS ALSO INCLUDED SOME DAYS 

WHERE A TRACE OF SNOW WAS RECORDED ON THE GROUND AT 12Z.

THE THIRD LONGEST PERIOD OF SNOW COVER ON THE GROUND OCCURED FROM JANUARY 9,

1905 TO FEBRUARY 20, 1905...A TOTAL OF 44 STRAIGHT DAYS.

THE FOURTH LONGEST PERIOD WAS 33 DAYS FROM JANUARY 22 TO FEBRUARY 23, 1936 AND 

FROM JANUARY 6 TO FEBRUARY 7, 1918.
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
